Policy for Membership

BABICM aims to register its membership in a fair and inclusive manner.  Currently BABICM has three categories of membership; Corporate, Member and Advanced Member.
The categories are intended to be transparent to all applicants and administrative procedures in place to ensure that all members are listed in the appropriate category.  The categories therefore need to be administratively easy to operate without error and cannot be subject to the administrators’ judgement or knowledge of personnel. 

The descriptions of the categories and the benefits of membership can be found in Appendix 1 attached to this document or on the BABICM website.
Application forms for Corporate and Member and Advanced Membership can be downloaded from the web site.

Membership of BABICM in any category does not guarantee any standard of practice.  
Corporate Membership Category
This category of membership is open to all professional organisations, companies and groups with an interest in case management. It is not appropriate for case management companies, whose staff should join BABICM individually, as either Members, or Advanced members.
Large companies with multiple offices can hold Corporate Membership and designate additional corporate members from other offices/departments within their organisation.  This will entitle a total of 4 company members to receive a copy of the BABICM newsletter and discounted rates at BABICM events.  For the purposes of attendance at BABICM events, a total of 4 discounted places will apply to those nominated by the company.  Any other individuals attending from the same company will be charged at the full rate.  Employees from the same company may apply for individual membership should they so desire.  Any employees providing case management services should register individually.
Member Category
Members will be all those individuals with an interest in case management and would include clients, family members, any other interested parties and those who are actively involved in the provision of case management who have not yet achieved advanced membership status.
Application and Registration for Advanced Membership
Candidates applying for advanced membership will be a current member of BABICM.
Candidates eligible for advanced membership of the Association will have qualified and practised and be registered in a relevant profession with one of the following statutory qualifications: 
Chartered psychologist

Doctor – medical only

Nurse – RGN, RSCN, RMN enrolled

Occupational Therapist

Physiotherapist

Social Worker

Speech & Language Therapist

Any other registered professions will be submitted to the council for consideration.

Candidates must be registered with a Professional Body that is responsible for actively monitoring the registrants CPD.

Candidates must also have:

A minimum of two years post qualification.

2000 hours working in the field of brain injury
2000 hours working in case management.

Overall, if an individual qualifies as a relevant health or social care professional and works as a case manager in brain injury and there is evidence of supervision, they would be open to apply for advanced membership after two thousand hours.
Candidates must submit evidence to their peer reviewers to demonstrate that their practice is commensurate with current BABICM guidelines. 
Following their peer review, successful candidates will receive confirmation of admission to the advanced membership category and their name and contact details will be included in the list displayed on the BABICM web site.
Every advanced member should be available to be a peer reviewer in order to maintain their name on the BABICM website.  Members would retain their membership status of being an advanced member but inclusion on the web site would be dependent on fulfilling the duty expected of an advanced member.

BABICM administrators will liaise with the membership to list the names of 2 compatible advanced members (different companies, 1 experienced & 1 new to peer reviewing) with an agreed location & venue for every month.  Peer reviewers will be able to negotiate the times of reviews and the venue but these must then be honoured.  Peer reviews can be limited to a single or two reviews over a half day only to limit the time of commitment and allow for urgent case management matters to be dealt with.  

This will involve 24 advanced members each year.  We currently have 80 advanced members which would result in the demand on all advanced members of less than once every 3 years.  The Council agreed that this was reasonable.

The list will be compiled for 6 months in advance & displayed on the website for the membership to view.  Candidates will be able to select their location and peer reviewers from the list displayed.  When each month passes, a further month would be added thus maintaining advanced notice to applicants of a period of 6 months.

Candidates will be informed that they must have submitted their application and fees at least 4 weeks before their preferred date and venue.  Fees will not be returned or deferred upon cancellation after this date.  

The advanced members listed to carry out the peer reviews may not actually carry out a peer review if there are no applicants designated for their slot.  The requirement for advanced members is to agree to be listed and commit to that date & venue and those listed will then have met the criteria for retention of their name on the web site.  A notice of cancellation by BABICM of approximately 4 weeks will apply.

Advanced members who do not submit to being listed or withdraw from the peer review process would lose their right to be included on the BABICM website until they have been listed again as a peer reviewer.

Advanced members wishing to retain their inclusion in the list displayed on the web site are required to contribute to the development of BABICM by carrying out peer reviews.  Currently this would be once every three years.
Advanced members are required to maintain their BABICM membership and must inform the BABICM administration of any changes in their contact details.  They will then receive appropriate reminders of the need to renew their membership.

Lapsed Advanced Membership of BABICM
During the course of their career many case managers may not practise for a period of time for a variety of reasons and their membership of BABICM in the advanced category may have lapsed.
BABICM requirements for those returning to case management practice who wish to re-register in the advanced member category:

· To be registered with their professional body that is actively monitoring their CPD

· To be a current member of BABICM

· 0-2 years out of practice – no further requirements

· 2-5 years out of practice – 30 days updating
· 5 years or more – 60 days updating

Updating

Updating will be a combination of recent brain injury case management practice and formal study days appropriate to the above scale.
Members will provide a reference from a person using their current services to confirm and describe their recent period of brain injury case management practice.  
Formal study days will be attendance at training events and conferences relevant to current trends in brain injury case management.

Re registering as an Advanced Member

Members will submit their reference and evidence of formal study as described in support of their application for reregistering as an advanced member to the BABICM membership secretary.
On receipt of a satisfactory reference and evidence of recent formal study, at the discretion of BABICM, the Membership Secretary will inform the BABICM administration to change the category of registration for the candidate to that of advanced status.  No additional fee will be charged.

	Members will be all those individuals with an interest or who are actively involved in the provision of case management and who have not yet achieved advanced membership status. This would also include clients, family members and any other interested parties.

Benefits of Membership include - copy of newsletter online, principles & guidelines of case management best practice, discounted rates at BABICM events, access to members only section of BABICM website for news & relevant articles, access to other member details on the website for networking purposes.


	ADVANCED

MEMBER
	Advanced members will have significant and relevant case management experience (2000 hours post qualification & registration working in their core profession – see details on application form; the Professional Body MUST be monitoring the registrants CPD, 2000 hours working in the field of brain injury, 2000 hours working as a case manager) All applicants for this category must be existing BABICM Members and acceptance into the Advanced membership category will be dependent on peer review assessment.

Benefits – copy of newsletter online, principles & guidelines of case management best practice, discounted rate at BABICM events.  Access to members only section of BABICM website for news & relevant articles, access to other member details on the website for networking purposes.  Member details will be displayed on the BABICM website under list of our advance members.
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
